The Translation Research Summer School (TRSS) is making some funding available to assist two students to attend the Summer School in London in 2010. The funding comprises a full fees bursary and up to £1,000 towards travel, accommodation and living expenses, for each student. The awarding decision is made by an assessment panel comprising members of TRSS staff. The panel’s decision is final and non-negotiable. The deadline for receipt of application is 25 March 2010. Applicants will be informed of the panel’s decision by 31 March 2010.
Applicants must be studying for a PhD or must be in possession of an unconditional offer of a place to study for a PhD, to start before the end of 2010. 

The scholarship competition is only open to students who come from the following countries and territories and who are also studying there. This classification has been adopted from the International Association of Translation Studies (IATIS – www.iatis.org) and is based on GDP. Please note that you may come from one country and be studying in another, as long as both countries are on this list.
